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The Art of Myer Glick 
Original paintings in acrylic and watercolors are in the Doris Tripp Exhibit 
Room. Hand-crafted stained glass work is exhibited in the display cases on 
the first floor of the library. This exhibit focuses on Glick’s zest for life and 
the beauty he finds in the world. A reception to meet the artist takes place 
on Monday, August 17, from 6:00 – 8:00 p.m. and refreshments will be 
served. 
 
Glick learned his love of art as a child in Warsaw, Poland. That love has 
lasted throughout his life. Upon arriving in the United States in 1949, Glick 
lived in Philadelphia and attended the Fleischer Memorial Art School where 
he worked with watercolors, oils and acrylics. Glick began working in 
stained glass art in the 1980s and his passion for this medium continues to 
the present. He has exhibited at Cumberland County College winning awards 
at the local and state level. 
 
Glick is a Holocaust survivor from the Warsaw Ghetto and the notorious Auschwitz-Birdenau concentration 
camps. He and his wife, Nella, are recipients of the prestigious Miles Lerman Holocaust Education Award and 
were presented with honorary associate degrees from Cumberland County College.

In 1907, when President Theodore “Teddy” 
Roosevelt was campaigning for the 1908 American 
Presidency, he did a whistle stop tour and refused to 
shoot a bear cub. This incident inspired a cartoon in 
a newspaper.  Morris Michtom saw the cartoon and 
his wife made a toy bear from brown plush material 
with button eyes and movable arms and it was dis-
played in his shop window with the Cartoon. The 
Bear was a great success. He wrote and asked the 
President if he could use the name “Teddy” and thus 
Teddy’s Bear was created. 



New Cancer Resource 
The library is now making Salem Health: Cancer available to its patrons. This 4-
volume set contains 835 articles concerning the disease, as well as lists of carcino-
gens, drugs support groups, cancer centers and hospitals. Arranged as an A-Z en-
cyclopedia and aimed at patients, caregivers, families and students, these volumes 
cover all aspects of cancer, with articles on symptoms, drugs, genetics, tests and 
therapies.
