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April 15 may seem far away, but don’t let 
the deadline creep up on you! We’re al-
ready getting in the Federal tax forms at the 
library. Many of the ones you’ll need to file 
taxes this year are available in paper form, 
and many more can be printed out from the 
IRS website (www.irs.gov). The library 
charges 15¢ per page to print. State forms 
are also available. Please Note: The New 
Jersey PTR-1 and PTR-2 forms will not 
available until the beginning of March. 
 
If you need a specific form, our reference 
librarians will be happy to show you where 

you can make a copy or to print one out for you. However, they’re not tax experts and can’t 
help you with your forms. If you need help with your taxes, please contact a tax expert: The 
closest Federal Tax Office is in Mays Landing: 5218 Atlantic Ave., Mays Landing, NJ 08330
(609) 625-0678. Their hours are Monday-Friday 8:30-4:30. 
 
Wednesday April 15, 2009, the library will be open until 10:45 p.m. so you can file your taxes 
online. Please bring all your information with you, your library card and PIN, and remember 
our reference librarians can’t help you with tax questions. The computers will no doubt be 
crowded and our normal limitations will apply: You may use the computer for one hour, but 
then will have to wait another hour before signing on for your second and final hour of the day. 
 

Another place to get help 
As the New Jersey economy weakens, unemployment figures increase 
and family incomes shrink, the New Jersey State Library has launched 
a new Web site designed to make it easier for residents to connect to 
state programs, services and agencies that can help them during these 
tough economic times. The site, http://gethelp.njlibraries.org, has cate-
gories listing Work Tools, Financial Tools, Housing Tools, Health 
Tools and Parental Tools, as well as Tools for Seniors. Users will find 
resources to help them pay their bills, avoid foreclosure, get job assis-
tance, file for Medicaid and information on free assistance in the 
preparation of NJ Income Tax Returns through VITA/TCE.
