Though the Vineland Public Library is 
housed in a building that is only 33 years 
old, the library has a rich history that spans 
more than 100 years.  The library was estab-
lished by the Vineland Woman's Club in 
1901 in the basement of Town Hall.  It was 
then relocated to the facility at 6th and 
Elmer Streets before it moved to its current 
location on Landis Avenue in 1976.  The 
library then expanded in 2003.
