We are thrilled to announce a new feature! Text a Librarian. Have a cell phone? Text your question 
to us! Here’s how: 

Text us at: 66746 — Type in: ASKVPL and your question 
Example: ASKVPL What are the library hours on Saturdays? (standard message rates apply)  

 
With Text a Librarian, patrons ask questions by sending text messages with their mobile phones 
and librarians answer on a web-based interface, keeping a “live archive” of all the questions and 
answers. The service does not display phone numbers and generates an anonymous ID for each pa-
tron in order to reference conversation history.
